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You may already know the picturesque sights of Wilmington—North
Carolina’s historic and serene port city—even if you have yet to book a
visit. With hundreds of feature films and television shows to its credit,
some have chosen to dub the town Wilmywood... but there is more to

Wilmington than a cinematographer’s images.
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HI/ TORIC DOWN TOWN
WILMING TON

For lovers of port city destinations such

as Charleston and Savannah, Wilmington
offers a similar combination of shopping,
dining, history and Southern charm, but
with a little less hubbub and more elbow
room. The city has revitalized its com-
mercial waterfront area with an array of
restaurants, coffee houses, artisan shops
and clothing boutiques that beckon tour-
ists and shappers. A great way to soak

in the surroundings is a stroll along the
mile-long Wilmington Riverwalk, which
runs along the edge of downtown and the
banks of the Cape Fear River. Make sure
to detour through the 25-plus shops in the
adjacent Cotton Exchange.

Those who would rather sightsee off
their feet can ride through the cobblestone
streets of the Downtown Historic District on
the Wilmington Trolley Car—a narrated tour
with stops at mansions, museums, movie
locations and Civil War shipyards—or cruise
the broad and brooding Cape Fear River on
the Henrietta il sternwheel riverboat.

Downtown offers a range of dining
options, Try the crab-stuffed shrimp at
Elijah’s or gourmet fare on the balcony
at Riverboat Landing. You can also relax
with a pomegranate martini at Deluxe or
a cold beer at Front Street Brewery. Better
yet, plan ahead and join Chef Liz Biro's
downtown culinary walking tour, with an
array of tasty stops along the way.

Wilmington's most prominent historical
landmark, the battleship USS North Caro-
lina, serenely rests anchored in retirement
across the river from downtown Wilming-
ton. The massive guns of the decommis-
sioned floating fortress still look ready to
fire salvos at a moment’s notice, though
it has been more thart 6o years since she

CENTRO HISTORICO

A los que disfrutan de ciudades
portuarias como Charleston y Savannah,
Wilmington les ofrece una combinacion
similar de tiendas, restaurantes y encanto
surefio, perc con menos barullo y mas
espacio. La ciudad ha visto revitalizada su
zona comercial que da cara al rio con una
amplia gama de restaurantes, cafeterias,
tiendas de artesanias y boutiques. Una
manera estupenda de conocer el entorno
es caminando a lo largo de Wilmington
Riverwalk, un paseo peatonal de poco mas
de un kildmetro que discurre a lo largo de
los limites del downtown, en las riberas
del rio Cape Fear. También puede desvi-
arse un poce para curiosear las mas de 25
tiendas del vecino Cotton Exchange.

Si no desea caminar, puede pasear por las
calles adoquinadas del casco histdrico subido
en el Wilmington Trolley Car, un trolebs
turistico que va deteniéndose en mansiones,
musecs, lecaciones de peliculas y astitleros

NATURAL WONDERS

Nature buffs will appreciate the Airlie
0ak, also known as the North Carolina
State Champion Live Oak tree. Arborists
estimate it took root from an acorn in 1545.
The statuesque tree is the centerpiece of
Wilmington's Airlie Gardens. Established
in 1901, Arlie Gardens spans 67 acres and
features more than 100,000 azaleas and
camellias that bloom from winter to early
spring. Visitors can also take in formal gar-
dens, walking trails and a butterfly house.

Interested in shelling, bronzing and
body surfing? North Carolina’s favored
sun-and-fun beach destinations lie
within a short driving distance. Toes can
be dipped into the Atlantic Ocean on
Wrightsville Beach, Kure Beach and Caro-
lina Beach in 30 minutes or much less.

A TRADITION OF SPORTS .

Sports fans may not know that Wilming-
ton is the hometown of high-flying Michael
Jordan, considered by many to be the great-
est professional basketball player of all time.

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Jordan has given back to his city. He
has his own section in Wilmington's Cape
Fear Museum of History and Science,
the Michael Jordan Discovery Gallery.
Designed for children and families, the
exhibit examines the varied environments
comprising southeastern North Carolina
and features a Human Impact section
that explains how humans affect the
environment. It also includes a showcase
filled with artifacts from Michael Jordan's
youth, including his basketball uniform
from the University of North Carolina at
Chapel Hill and his first paycheck stub
from an after-school job at the El-Berta
Motor inn in Wilmington.

North Carolina is one of the country’s
premier golf destinations, and Wilmington
boasts six pristine courses. Golfers can
tee off from a Donald Ross original on the
public Wilmington Municipal Golf Course,
with greens fees running several hundred
dollars less per round than the Ross-de-
signed U.S. Open course located two-plus
hours up the road at'Pinehurst.

If you're interested in Wilmywood's
cinematic history, notable movies with lo-
cation shoots here or very near the banks
of the city’s tannin-stained Cape Fear
River range from the romantic {Nights in
Rodanthe) to chick flicks {Divine Secrets
of the Ya-Ya Sisterhood) to a morbid,
drag-your-dead-boss-behind-a-yacht
comedy (Weekend at Bernie's). Younger
generations know Wilmington as the
setting for “Dawson’s Creek” and “One
Tree Hill,” the angst-filled, coming-of-age
television shows about teens and twenty-
somethings.

North Carolina, in fact, is ranked the
No. 3 state for filmmaking, with Wilming-
ton as its hub. EUE/Screen Gems Studios
in Wilmington boasts 150,000 square feet
of studio space, with 10 sound stages that
favorably compare with any based in Los
Angeles. Actor Robert Downey Jr. may
soon be spotted strolling through down-
town Wilmington as Iron Man 3 begins
filming for a 2013 release.
